rainfall continues; gusty winds being experienced periodically; seas on the Caribbean and

Atlantic coasts remain choppy

• Essential Services are operating

• Electricity: St. Kitts Electricity Company SKELEC reported 90% of electricity has been restored

on St Kitts; Nevis Electricity Company Ltd NEVLEC reported that there was general electricity

outage due to Fiona and this was restored this morning Sat Sep 17. Several reports of sparking

wires and downed wires.

• Water was turned off at 8:00pm Friday September 16, 2022. As of 8:00am Saturday September

17, water has been restored to most areas

• Reports of downed trees in several areas

• No reports of loss of life, injuries or hospitalizations

• Communication: Experienced some disruption to Digicel and Flow

• Transport and roads:

– Ferry operations suspended until further notice

– Roads: No damage to road network

– Airport to reopen at noon today and American Airlines expected to arrive at 3:00PM

today

– Ground public transportation is gradually restarting
